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ПЕРЕДМОВА

Актуальність і важливість формування у майбутніх учителів іноземної мови професійно орієнтованої англомовної граматичної компетенції зумовлена необхідністю педагогічної спрямованості освітнього процесу, що розглядається в сучасній науці як відображення інтересу та психологічної готовності майбутніх учителів до педагогічної діяльності. Професіоналізація занять дає можливість студентам відчути складність і водночас відповідальність професії педагога, що, у свою чергу, є потужним мотиваційним чинником до оволодіння зазначеним видом діяльності.
Практикум допоможе студентам конкретизувати, поглибити, систематизувати та узагальнити набуті знання з граматики англійської мови, зокрема інфінітиву як безособової форми дієслова, а також долучитися до активної самостійної роботи.
Основний матеріал практикуму подано з позиції сучасної англійської літературної граматичної норми. Теоретичні відомості з основних розділів морфології подано в лаконічній формі англійською мовою. Вправи і завдання спрямовані на розвиток як умінь та навичок мовлення, так і на розпізнавання граматичних явищ, які мають бути засвоєні рецептивно. 
Види вправ визначаються характером граматичного матеріалу, який має бути відпрацьованим. З метою уникнення помилок у виконанні вправ надається чітка інструкція та зразок виконання. Велике значення надається вправам, що містять приклади для аналізу і пояснення вживання того чи іншого граматичного явища, що сприяє розвитку фахової компетенції та критичного мислення майбутніх учителів іноземної мови. 
У методичному плані подане розмаїття завдань дає змогу викладачеві реалізувати індивідуальний, диференційований та особистісно-зорієнтований підходи до навчання іноземної мови.

INTRODUCTION 

The relevance and importance of the formation of future foreign language teachers’ professionally oriented English grammatical competence is conditioned by the need for pedagogical orientation of the educational process, which is considered in modern science as a reflection of the interest and psychological readiness of future teachers to pedagogical activity. Professional character of classes gives students the chance to feel the complexity and at the same time the responsibility of being an effective teacher, which, in turn, is a powerful motivational factor for mastering this type of activity.
The tutorial will help students to refine, deepen, systematize and summarize their English grammar skills, in particular on the infinitive as a non-finite form of the verb, as well as to engage them in active self-work.
The main material of the tutorial is presented from the point of view of modern English literary grammar. Theoretical information on the main parts of morphology is given in a concise form in English. Exercises and tasks are aimed at developing both speech skills and abilities, as well as the recognition of grammatical phenomena, which must be learned receptively.
The types of exercises are determined by the nature of the grammatical material to be perfected. In order to avoid errors doing the exercises, a clear instruction and an example are provided. Crucial importance is given to exercises that provide examples for analyzing and explaining the use of a grammatical phenomenon, which contributes to the development of professional competence and critical thinking of future foreign language teachers.
From the methodological point of view, the variety of tasks provided allows the teacher to implement individual, differentiated and learner-centered approaches to foreign language learning.
All tutorial exercises are designed to be done in the classroom with methodical support of the teacher, and for extra-curricular self-work.

NON-FINITE FORMS OF THE VERB 

Much trouble with verbs comes from failing to distinguish verbs from verbals. A verbal is derived from a verb but does not act as a verb in a sentence. For example, in the sentences
Reading is a pleasant activity.
To wait is not easy.
Her mother had received a threatening letter
the words reading, to wait and threatening may look like verbs but they do not act as verbs. Reading and to wait are the subjects of their sentences; threatening modifies letter.
These words are verbals, not verbs.
	Verbals are of three types: gerund, infinitive and participle.

General characteristics of non-finite forms of the verb

The non-finite forms of the verb combine the characteristics of the verb with the characteristics of the other parts of the speech. The infinitive and the gerund are the forms of the verb, which have the syntactical characteristics of the noun, the participle is the form of the verb, which has the syntactical characteristics of the adjective and the adverb. They lack some of the grammatical categories of verb. The non-finite forms of the verb have no categories of person (the first, the second, the third), number (singular, plural), mood (Indicative, Imperative, Subjunctive) and tense (past, present, future). They have the category of:
· voice (Active or Passive);
e.g. Nobody wants to tell him the truth. (active)
      She should not be told about this. (passive)
· aspect (Indefinite or Continuous)
e.g. My brother can speak French. (Indefinite)
       Helen must be doing her homework at the moment. (Continuous)
· correlation (Non-Perfect or Perfect)
e.g. Not to have invited her would caused trouble. (Perfect)
      It was pleasant to be flying home again. (Non-Perfect)
Lexically non-finites do not differ from finite forms. Grammatically the difference between the two types of forms lies in the fact that non-finites may denote a secondary action or a process related to that expressed by the finite verb. They have a double nature: nominal and verbal. All the verbals seldom function as predicates but are often used as part of a predicative construction.
e.g.  You should have been here yesterday. (compound verbal modal predicate with an infinitive)
                   John kept on eating and reading a newspaper. (compound verbal aspect predicate with a gerund)

2.1 The full infinitive 

	The infinitive is a non-finite form of the verb which names a process in a most general way. In all its forms and functions the infinitive has a special marker, the particle to and then it is called the full infinitive. The cases where the infinitive is used with the particle to are the following:
· to express purpose
The infinitive can be used after a noun or an indefinite pronoun like something, to explain the purpose of a particular thing.
e.g. I’d like something to stop my headache.

e.g. I’m sorry not to have come on Thursday.     
      He doesn’t want to cook dinner himself.
Occasionally, however, an adverb or particle may be inserted between them to emphasize the meaning of the verb. In this case it is called a split infinitive.

2.2 The bare infinitive

There are cases when the infinitive is used without the particle “to” and then it is called bare infinitive.
e.g. I have to feed the cat as well as look after the children.

3.1 The category of voice

The infinitive of transitive verbs has the category of voice, similar to all other verb forms:
to write                                           to be written

The active infinitive points out that the action is directed from the subject. The passive infinitive indicates that the action is directed to the subject:





Only passive infinitive can be used in the flowing cases:
· after be to talk about obligation 
e.g. The cleaning is to be finished by noon.
      The contracts are to be signed.
· to express value judgements with verbs like congratulate, encourage, avoid.
e.g. You are to be congratulated.
       This behavior is to be encouraged.
But note the common expression to blame meaning ‘responsible’ (for some unfortunate event).
e.g. Nobody was to blame for the accident.
· note the expressions anywhere / nowhere to be seen / to be found
e.g. He was nowhere to be seen.
      She wasn’t anywhere to be found.
Sometimes active and passive infinitives can have similar meanings:
· after a noun to talk about obligation – things that people have to do.
e.g. There’s a lot of work to do / to be done.
     The people to interview / to be interviewed are in the next room.
Use active infinitive if the person is more important than an action.
e.g. They’ve sent Tom a form to fill in.   
       You’ve got work to do.
Use passive infinitive if the action or the person / thing that the action is done to is more important.
e.g. The carpets to be cleaned are in the hall.   
       His desk is covered with contracts to be signed.
· note the difference between nothing to do and nothing to be done
e.g. I’m bored. There’s nothing to do. = There’s no entertainment.  
There’s nothing to be done. We’ll have to wait for another one. = There’s no way of putting it right.

3.2 The category of aspect
The category of aspect finds its expression in contrasting forms of the indefinite (non-continuous) aspect and the continuous aspect. The indefinite (non-continuous) infinitive expresses an action simultaneous with the action expressed by the finite verb. Continuous infinitive like other progressive forms suggests that the actions and events are/were/will be continuing around the time that we are talking about.

	Indefinite (Non-Continuous)
I hope to see you on Monday.
Я сподіваюся побачитися з вами у понеділок.
	Continuous
The woman seemed to be listening.
Здавалося, що жінка слухає


The difference between the category of aspect in finite verb forms and in the infinitive is that in the infinitive it is consistently expressed only in the active voice. The passive voice has no aspect oppositions.

3.3 The category of tense correlation

The category of tense correlation finds its expression, as with other verb forms, in the opposition of non-perfect and perfect forms.
	Non-Perfect Infinitive
I was pleased to do something.

Я був задоволений, що я роблю хоч щось.
	Perfect Infinitive
I was pleased to have done something 
Я був задоволений, що я дещо зробив.



The non-perfect infinitive denotes an action simultaneous with that of the finite verb (I am glad to see you, I am glad to be invited there),
The perfect infinitive always denotes an action prior to that of the finite verb – the predicate of the sentences.
The other cases when the perfect infinitive is used are following:
· after some verbs (e.g. mean, be, would like), the perfect infinitives can refer to ‘unreal’ past situations that are the opposite of what really happened. 
e.g. I meant to have phoned, but I forgot. 
I would like to have seen Ronald’s face when Hermione walked in.
· after the modals verbs could, might, ought, should, would and needn’t to refer to unreal situations.
e.g. You should have called – I was getting worried. (The person didn’t call.)
He needn’t have sent me flowers. (He did sent flowers)
The non-perfect infinitive is vaguer and more flexible in meaning and its meaning may easily be modified by the context. Thus, it may denote an action preceding or following the action denoted by the finite verb. It expresses succession, that is indicates that the action follows the action denoted by the finite verb, as in the following cases:
1) When used as an adverbial modifier of purpose:
e.g. I have come here to meet her. 
2) When used as part of a compound verbal predicate:
e.g. You must stay at home. 
3) When used as an object of a verb of inducement:
e.g. He always asks me to help him when he is busy.

4. SYNTACTICAL FUNCTIONS OF THE INFINITIVE

In all syntactical functions the infinitive may be used:
· alone, that is, without any words depending on it;
e.g. He wants to play basketball.
· as the headword of an infinitive phrase, that is, with one or more words depending on it:
e.g. He wants to play basketball with his friends.
· as part of an infinitive predicative construction, that is, as a logical predicate to some nominal element denoting the logical subject of the infinitive:
e.g. He wants his friends to play basketball with him.

It should be noted that in fact the infinitive phrase is much more common than the single infinitive.

4.1 The infinitive as subject

The infinitive as the subject is always used with particle to and usually express the action following the action denoted by the predicate verb or express actions which are simultaneous with the action of the predicate verb. 
The infinitive as the subject can precede the predicate.
e.g. To walk in the garden was pleasant.
To wait for people who were late made her angry.
But in modern English this is unusual in an informal style. So it is more common to use it as a preparatory subject and put the infinitive or the infinitive clause later.
e.g. It wasn’t safe to cross the river at night.
It’s nice to see him again.
It’s important to practice regularly.

It should be noted that the use of the infinitive as the subject is mainly found in literary English.

4.2 The infinitive as predicative

In this function the infinitive is mostly used after the link verb “to be”
e.g.  His greatest wish was to tell her everything.
        His plan was to wait till the dusk.
The infinitive in this function explains the meaning of the subject of the sentence that can be expressed only by a limited number of nouns. The most commonly used nouns are: act, action, advice, aim, ambition, answer, business, consequence, custom, difficulty, duty, experience, risk, desire, function, habit, hope, idea, intention, instruction, job, method, need, order, plan, problem, purpose, reason, role, rule, target, task, thing, thought, wish and others. 
e.g.  His desire is to be sent to Britain.
                Their task was to write an essay.
Infinitive can also perform the function of part of a predicative when the other part is expressed by an adjective. The adjective usually used in this function are as follows: comfortable, difficult, hard, easy, impossible, possible, pleasant etc.

4.3 The infinitive as simple nominal predicate

In this function the infinitive may be used in exclamatory sentences expressing the speaker’s rejection of the idea that the person to whom the action of the infinitive is attributed is likely to perform this action, or belong to such sort of people. 
As a rule the infinitive in exclamatory sentences is used with the particle to, although it occasionally occurs without it:
e.g.  You – a man-of-the-word to suggest such a thing!
        Me – to put on this!
        Me – marry her! Never!
The infinitive as simple nominal predicate is also used in interrogative and negative-interrogative sentences.
Interrogative sentences of this kind usually mean that an action is unnecessary or pointless.
e.g.  Why argue with him? He’ll never change his mind.
        Why pay more at other shops? We have the best value.
Negative-interrogative sentences are used to make suggestions. 
e.g. Why not go to the cinema this weekend? 
       Why not grow flowers over there?
It should be noted that only bare infinitive is used in these constructions.

The infinitive is used in compound verbal predicates of following types:
· in a compound verbal modal predicate after the modal verbs can, may, might, ought, must, shall, should, will, would, need, dare, to be, to have, and expressions with modal meaning had better, would rather. 
It should be noted that any form of infinitive can be used after modal verbs.
e.g. They can’t leave him by himself any longer.
       Can she be telling lies?
       You should have warned him in advance.
        It must have been raining all the night.
        I would rather go alone.
· in a compound verbal phrasal predicate after verbs denoting various stages of the action, such as its beginning, continuation, or end. 
The most frequent notional verbs in this type of predicate are the following: to begin, to cease, to come to, to continue, to finish, to go on, to give up, to keep on, to start, to set about, to stop, used to, would
e.g. He used to read a lot of books about pirates in his childhood..
      Suddenly it began to snow.
                He never ceases to amaze her.

The infinitive as object is mainly used after the following verbs: to agree, to arrange, to attempt, to care, to like, to love, to claim, to consent, to decide, to deserve, to lend, to determine, to expect, to fail, to fear, to forget, to hesitate, to refuse, to intend, to learn, to long, to hope, to regret, to manage, to mean, to neglect, to omit, to plan, to swear, to prefer, to remember, to pretend etc.
e.g.  She agreed to meet at noon.
He planned to spend the week at a holiday resort.
Among these verbs two groups can be distinguished:
· the verbs to claim, to fail, to forget, to hate, to like, to omit, to regret, to remember, to swear, with which the perfect infinitive denotes actions prior to those of the finite verbs.
e.g.  He regrets to have argued with her.
        I swear to have sent him a letter. 
· the verbs to attempt, to expect, to hope, to intend, to mean, to plan, to try, when followed by the perfect infinitive imply that the action of the infinitive was not fulfilled. In this case the finite verb can be used only in the past tense.
e.g. Jack hoped to have found his sister at home.
    They planned to have started their journey early in the morning.
The infinitive as object may be part of a phrase introduced by the conjunctions: what, where, who, how much/many, how, whether.
e.g.  He didn’t know what to say.
      She couldn’t decide whether to leave or not.
When the infinitive is used after the verbs to find, to consider, to believe, to think, it may be preceded by the formal introductory object it. 
e.g. I find it difficult to persuade him.
          Do you think it necessary to invite them?
The infinitive is often used in the structure adjective + infinitive. The most frequently used adjectives are: anxious, afraid, ashamed, amused, annoyed, astonished, bound, careful, curious, determined, delighted, difficult, distressed, eager, easy, free, furious, grateful, happy, impatient, inclined, glad, interested, horrified, keen, prepared, quick, ready, sorry, proud, pleased, reluctant, scared, surprised, thankful, touched, slow.
e.g. 	Mr Brown was proud to have decided such a difficult problem. 
            The children were impatient to open Christmas presents.

4.6 The infinitive as attribute

In this function the infinitive is used in English more often than in Ukrainian. Different forms of the infinitive can be used in this function, though the most common is non-perfect active. The infinitive can modify different parts of speech:
· nouns both abstract and concrete:
e.g.  I have no right to ask. 
        Suddenly she felt the need to speak.
· indefinite, negative and universal pronouns
e.g.  Have you got anything to eat?
Shе had everything to make her life a happy one. 
· substantivized ordinal numerals (the first, the second) and substantivized adjectives (the next and the last).
e.g.	They were the first to accept the invitation. = 
           She was the last to guess the riddle. 
· substantivized quantitative adjectives much, little, (no) more, no) less, little more, enough:
     e.g.  I have little to add. 
            A man in your position has so much to lose.
· the noun-substitute one:
e.g.  He is the one to trust your secret. 
· a conjunction or preposition like what, how, about, of, etc. 
e.g.  Fred had no clear idea what to do and how to do it.
        They had no knowledge of how to live on.

4.7 The infinitive as adverbial modifier

The infinitive can be used as an adverbial modifier of: purpose, subsequent events, consequence, attendant circumstances, comparison, condition, exception, time, cause, or motivation. Study the table below to find information about its use.
· the infinitive as the adverbial modifier of purpose is always used with the particle to. The action denoted by the infinitive is always a hypothetical one following the action denoted by the predicate. It should be noted that the action can be expressed only by non-perfect aspect forms of the infinitive (both active and passive). In the sentence the infinitive used as an adverbial modifier of purpose usually follows the predicate, though the position at the beginning of the sentence is also possible: 
e.g. I have to come here to meet her. = Я прийшов сюди, щоб зустрітися з нею.
To earn a living, he became a shop assistant. = Щоб заробити на прожиття, він став продавцем 
The laws were not made to be broken = Закони були створені не для того, щоб їх порушувати.
The infinitive as the adverbial modifier of purpose can be introduced by the conjunction in order to, as if, as though, so as or by limiting particle just, only:
e.g. I’m here just to see you off. =  Я тут тільки для того, щоб проводити тебе.
      Jane put on her coat so as not to be cold. = Джейн одягнула пальто, щоб не змерзнути.
· the infinitive as the adverbial modifier of consequence is always used with the particle to. It is structurally dependent and found:
a) in a particular sentence pattern the first part of which is subject had only to or subject had but to. The Ukrainian equivalent is досить тільки…  
e.g. I had only to look at my mother to know the answer. = Мені було досить тільки глянути на мати, щоб дізнатися відповідь.
    b) after adjectives and adverbs modified by too; 
    e.g. Не was too tired to argue. = Він був занадто втомлений, щоб сперечатися.
    c) after adjectives, adverbs and nouns modified by enough; 
  e.g. She is old enough to go to work. = Вона вже досить доросла, щоб іти працювати.
     d) after adjectives modified by so, and nouns modified by such.  In the last two cases the infinitive is introduced by as:
e.g. She was so kind as to accept my proposal. = Вона була настільки добра, що погодилася на мою пропозицію.
The action can be expressed only by the non-perfect aspect forms of the infinitive, usually active.
· the infinitive as the adverbial modifier of subsequent events. In this function the infinitive denotes an action that follows the one denoted by the predicate. The position of this adverbial in the sentence is fixed – it always follows the predicate. The only forms of the infinitive occurring in this function are those of the non-perfect common aspect, usually active.
In this function the infinitive may be preceded by the particles only, merely, simply, which change the meaning of the whole sentence: the action denoted by the infinitive preceded by these particles makes the action denoted by the predicate pointless or irrelevant.
e.g. He arrived at three o’clock to hear that Dan had gone at ten. = Він приїхав у три години, щоб почути, що Ден поїхав о десятій. 
     She returned to London in a few days, only to learn that Bess had gone to the continent. = Вона повернулася до Лондону, щоб дізнатися, що Бесс поїхала на континент.
· the infinitive as an adverbial modifier of attendant circumstances is used to show what other actions take place at the same time as the action of the predicate. It always follows the predicate verb it modifies. Its form is a non-perfect aspect, active voice form.
e.g. He left the house never to come back.
· the infinitive as an adverbial modifier of comparison refers to predicate groups including adjectives or adverbs in the comparative degree. The infinitive itself is introduced by than:
e.g.  To give is more blessed than to receive.
· The infinitive used as an adverbial modifier of condition denotes an action which pre-conditions the action expressed by the predicate. The infinitive in this function may either precede or follow the predicate verb it modifies. The only possible form of the infinitive is the non-perfect aspect, active voice form.
e.g. To look at Jane you would imagine that she was an angel. 
· the infinitive as an adverbial modifier of exception denotes the action which is the only possible one in the situation. The infinitive is generally used without to and is introduced by the prepositions but and except. It is found in negative and interrogative sentences:
e.g. We had nothing to do but eat what was served.
· the infinitive as an adverbial modifier of time denotes an action which marks out the moment of time up to which or at which the action of the predicate is performed.
e.g. His father lived to be ninety.

4.9 Objective-with-the-infinitive construction (complex object)

In the objective with the infinitive construction the infinitive is in predicate relation to a noun in the common case or a pronoun in the objective case
The objective with the infinitive construction is used in the following cases:
· after verbs of sense perception such as: to see, to hear, to feel*, to sense*, to watch, to observe, to notice, to taste, to smell
Note: to feel = to experience a particular feeling or emotion
 to sense = to become aware of something even though you cannot see or hear it
Complex Object after these verbs is used in the following way:
1. Only bare infinitive is used after these verbs, 
e.g.  I saw him cross the street.
       They all watched Mary walk up the hill.
2. Non-perfect active infinitive is used to show a completed action:
e.g. I saw Sarah enter the house. 
3. If the verbs to hear, to see, to feel, to sense are used in the figurative meaning Complex Object is NOT used. A subordinate clause is used instead:  
e.g. I heard that he had returned to Chicago. = Я чув (дізнався), що  він повернувся до Чикаго.  
 I see that you have improved you English = Я бачу (помічаю), що ви зробили успіхи в англійській мові.
4. Sentences with Complex Object are translated into Ukrainian with a subordinate clause:
e.g.	 Suddenly I heard her call my name. =  Раптом я почув, що вона назвала моє м.’я. 
· after verbs of mental activity such as: to allow, to believe, to command, to encourage, to expect, to find, to forbid, to help, to imagine, to invite, to know, to leave, to order, to picture, to permit, to prefer, to press, to persuade, to suppose, to suspect, to think, to understand, to warn
Complex Object after these verbs is used in the following way:
1. The infinitive is used always with the particle to
e.g. I always liked him to play the guitar.
2. Different form of infinitive can be used after these verbs but perfect or non-perfect active is the most common. 
e.g. She believed him to have left for San Francisco.
3. With the verbs to think, to consider, to believe, to find either only the verb ‘to be’ is used or it can be omitted:
e.g. Den thought Irina to be beautiful. = Den thought Irina beautiful.
· after verbs of wishes, intentions and emotions such as: to adore, cannot bear*, to desire, to detest, to dislike, to hate, to intend, to mean, to like, to love, to want, to wish, would like 
Note:  after ‘can’t bear’ both infinitive and gerund can be used without any difference in meaning
 e.g. I can’t bear to eat junky food. = I can’t bear eating junky food.
Complex Object after these verbs is used in the following way:
1. The infinitive is used always with the particle to
e.g. He intended me to go with him to the cinema.
2. Only non-perfect common aspect forms of the infinitive is used:
e.g. He only wished you to be near him.
· after verbs of declaring such as: to announce, to claim to declare, to pronounce, to proclaim, to report
Complex Object after these verbs is used in the following way:
1. Infinitive is always used with the particle ‘to’:
2. Any form of infinitive can be used after these verbs:
e.g.  The chairman declared the meeting to be over.
The journalist reported the boat to have been seen not far away.
· after verbs of inducement such as: to make, to have (змушувати) and to let (дозволяти).
Only bare infinitive is used after these verbs:
e.g.  We made George work.
  The teacher lets us use dictionaries at the lessons.
  Aunt Polly had Tom whitewash the fence.
· after verbs denoting order and permission such as: to allow to order, to permit, to force, to forbid
Complex Object after these verbs is used in the following way:
1. Infinitive is always used with the particle ‘to’
e.g. I forbid you to marry that girl!
2. Only non-perfect indefinite infinitive (both active and passive) is used after these verbs:
e.g.  The manager ordered the spare parts to be replaced.
   They forces me to stay at home.
· after certain verbs requiring a prepositional object such as: to count (up)on, to rely (up)on, to look for, to listen to, to wait for:
e.g.  I rely on you to come in time. 
      Can’t I count upon you to help me?

4. 10 Nominative-with-the-infinitive construction (complex subject)

The Nominative-with-the-Infinitive construction is a construction in which the Infinitive is in predicate relation to a noun in the Common case or a Pronoun in the Nominative case. The peculiarity of the construction is that the first element is separated from the second one by a finite verb-form which together with the infinitive forms a compound verbal predicate of double orientation, whereas the nominal part of the construction forms the subject of the sentence. 
It should be noted that in the Nominative-with-the-Infinitive construction the infinitive is always used with the particle to.
e.g. She was seen to cross the street. = Somebody saw that she crossed the street.
This construction has no single function in the sentence: its nominal element is the subject of the sentence and the verbal one is a part of the Compound Verbal Modal predicate of special type.
This construction has two models – with the predicate in the Passive voice and with the predicate in the Active voice.
The predicate is used in the Passive voice after the following groups of verbs:
· verbs of sense perception (hear, see, observe, watch, feel, notice etc.). 
When used in the passive voice they are followed by a to-infinitive and express the idea of evidence. The same idea is also rendered by some other verbs in the passive voice (such as find, discover).
e.g. Birds were heard to sing in the garden = Було чути, як співають пташки у саду.
He was seen to enter the house. = Бачили, як він заходив до будинку.
· verbs of mental perception (think, know, mean, believe, expect, consider, assume, presume, suppose).
With this construction these verbs denote different shades of expectation, opinion, judgement:
e.g. He was thought to have gone. = Думали, що він пішов.
      Ken was supposed to arrive today. = Передбачалося, що Кен приїде сьогодні.
The meeting is expected to begin this morning.  = Сподіваються, що збори почнуться сьогодні вранці.
· verbs of saying and reporting (say, report, declare, predict, etc). 
These verbs also express some judgement or opinion:
e.g. He is said to write a new novel. =  Кажуть, що він пише новий роман.
Angelina Jolie was reported to have visited Kiev. = Повідомляли, що Анджеліна Джолі відвідала Київ.
· verbs of order, compulsion, request and permission (cause, make, order, allow, permit, ask, request, etc.)
e.g. They were asked to come on time. = Їх попросили прийти вчасно.
She was made to put on a coat. = ЇЇ примусили одягнути пальто.

The predicate is used in the Active voice after the following groups of verbs:
· verbs expressing subjective or personal attitude to facts and their evaluation (to seem, to appear, to happen, to chance, to turn out, etc.). After these verbs all forms of infinitive can be used. 
e.g. Her mother had chanced to look into her room. = Мати випадково заглянула в її кімнату.
He seemed to be thinking about something. = Здавалося, він про щось думає.
She didn’t seem to have heard what I said. = Здавалося, вона не чула, що я сказав.
· modal phrases expressing different shades of probability or certainty (to be (un)likely, to be sure, to be certain, to be bound); also adjectives or nouns with the link-verb to be expressing estimate of different kind (pleasant, hard, easy, difficult, terrible, apt, etc.). As probability mostly implies a future action the non-perfect infinitive is generally used after to be likely. With modal phrases expressing certainty both non-perfect and perfect infinitives are possible. The modal phrases to be apt, to be bound generally refer to habitual actions or states and are accordingly followed by the non-perfect infinitive:
e.g.  We are not likely to meet often. = Навряд чи, нам доведеться часто зустрічатися.
He is certain to be sleeping = Він, напевно, зараз спить.
We are sure to learn of it. = Ми, напевно, дізнаємося про це.

4.11 The prepositional infinitive complex

The Infinitive complex preceded by the preposition for is called the Prepositional Infinitive Complex or the for-to-infinitive construction.
In the Prepositional Infinitive Complex the infinitive (usually an infinitive phrase) is in predicate relation to a noun in the common case or a pronoun in the objective case introduced by the preposition for. The construction is used where the doer of the action (or the bearer of the state), expressed by the infinitive, is different from that of the finite verb (the predicate):
In the sentence the Prepositional Infinitive Complex is used in the following functions:
· Subject  
e.g. For me to see you is the happiest minute in my life. =   Побачитися з тобою – це найщасливіша хвилина в моєму житті.
Note: Mainly the subject expressed by the Prepositional Infinitive Complex follows the predicate then the sentence begins with introductory it.
e.g.  It is dangerous for us to be going out in this car. = Виїжджати в цьому автомобілі нам небезпечно.
· Predicative
In this function the construction is mostly used with the link verb to be:
 e.g.  That is for you to think on. = Про це тобі треба подумати.
· Object 
The construction functions as object of both verbs and adjectives:
 e.g. He waited for her to speak. = Він чекав, поки заговорить вона.
I don’t think I should care for it to be known. = Я не вважаю, що мені слід хвилюватися про те, що про це стане відомо.
· Attribute
e.g.  There’s nobody here for him to play with. = Тут нема нікого, з ким він міг би гратися.
The best thing for him to do is to apologize immediately. = Найкраще, що він можеш зробити – це негайно вибачитися.
· Adverbial modifier
e.g. The teacher gave several examples for the students to understand the rule. = Викладач навів кілька прикладів, щоб студенти краще зрозуміли правило.
He had said enough for me to get alarmed. = Він сказав достатньо, щоб збентежити мене.

ПІСЛЯМОВА

Бездоганне знання англійської граматики неможливе без поступового вивчення всіх аспектів вживання безособових форм дієслова, зокрема інфінітиву.
Запропонований матеріал практикуму «Your Grammar Guide: The Infinitive» («Твій путівник у світі граматики: Інфінітив») мав на меті засвоєння студентами основних граматичних явищ шляхом вивчення теоретичного матеріалу з розділу «Інфінітив» і виконання ними комплексів вправ для його закріплення після кожної вивченої теми. 
Представлений матеріал практикуму сприяв підвищенню рівня знань студентів з теми «Інфінітив», конкретизації та систематизації теоретичного матеріалу, а також активізації пізнавальної діяльності студентів у процесі виконання практичних завдань різного рівня складності.
Запропоновані вправи дозволили повторити теоретичний матеріал, вивчити переклад слів і засвоїти правила вживання лексичних і граматичних форм. Так, вправи, завданням яких було перекласти слова, фрази, цілі речення з англійської мови українською і навпаки, дозволили виявити рівень лексичних знань і граматичних навичок, а також удосконалили вміння оперувати безособовими формами дієслова. Прекрасною перевіркою і тренуванням лінгвістичних знань стали вправи із завданням на визначення синтаксичної функції інфінітивів у реченні. 
Практичні завдання розширили й удосконалили методику подання нових тем із розділу «Інфінітив», зробили заняття більш ефективними, змістовними та цікавими.
Матеріали практикуму було схвалено викладачами кафедри іноземної філології, апробовано під час занять з навчальної дисципліни «Граматика» зі студентами денної форми навчання за спеціальністю Середня освіта (Англійська мова), а також використано фрагментарно під час проходження навчальної педагогічної практики у закладах загальної середньої освіти.
AFTERWORD

Excellent knowledge of English grammar is impossible without gradual studying all aspects of applying non-finite forms of the Verb, in particular the Infinitive.
The tutorial «Your Grammar Guide: The Infinitive» was aimed at students’ mastering the main grammatical phenomena by studying the theoretical material on the grammatical category «The Infinitive» and performing sets of exercises to solidify their knowledge after each learned topic.
The presented material of the tutorial contributed to raising the level of students’ knowledge on the topic « The Infinitive », specifying and systematizing the theoretical material, as well as activating students’ cognitive activity in the process of doing practical tasks designed on different levels of complexity.
The exercises provided in the tutorial allowed revising the theoretical material, to memorize the translation of words and to learn the rules of using lexical and grammatical forms. So, exercises aimed at translating words, phrases, or whole sentences from English into Ukrainian and vice versa, allowed teachers to define the level of students’ lexical knowledge and grammatical skills, as well as to improve their ability to use infinitives in their speech. Exercises aimed at defining the syntactical function of the Infinitive in the sentences contributed to testing and training linguistic knowledge.
Practical tasks expanded and improved the ways of presenting new topics on the grammatical category «The Infinitive», making classes more effective, meaningful and interesting.
The materials of the tutorial were approved by the teachers of the department of foreign philology, tested during classes on the academic discipline «Grammar» with full-time students in the specialty 014 Secondary Education (the English language), and also used fragmentarily in the course of educational pedagogical practice in institutions of general secondary education.
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
