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ПЕРЕДМОВА
Сучасний етап розвитку вищої школи пов’язаний із підвищенням якості підготовки фахівця, який повинен відрізнятися високим професіоналізмом. Головним завданням вищої школи є підготовка здобувачів освіти, які зможуть творчо мислити, застосовувати на практиці отримані знання та уміння. Здобувачам освіти педагогічних закладів вищої освіти іноземна мова потрібна для глибшого засвоєння спеціальності, а також практичного використання у професійній діяльності. 
Вивчення мов не можна зводити лише до одного аспекту, як виконання вправ, чи читання, це завжди суміш різних видів діяльності, комбінація процесів. 
Дидактичні матеріали складаються з трьох розділів: читання, граматика та письмо, а також  містять список орієнтовних розмовних тем. Усі розділи згруповані відповідно до тематики комунікативного курсу «Практичний курс англійської мови». 
 Розділ «Reading» містить тексти пізнавального характеру, які супроводжуються дотекстовими та післятекстовими вправами, що носять творчий характер і спрямовані не тільки на розвиток пам’яті, скільки мислення, розумових здібностей, логіки. Це дає змогу не тільки значно розвинути власний словниковий запас, але й швидко вдосконалити навички говоріння.
Теорія з англійської граматики та добірка граматичних вправ, що містяться у розділі «Grammar» сприятимуть оволодінню та підвищенню рівня знань англійської граматики. Розділ містить завдання, мета яких виробити у здобувача освіти навички вживання тих чи інших граматичних конструкцій до автоматизму.  Подані вправи є достатньо різноманітними: це вправи на підстановку, створення логічних ланцюжків, перифраз, множинний вибір, переклад з української на англійську та з англійської на українську тощо. 
 Матеріал розділу побудований за загально дидактичним принципом «від простого до складного», і тому може бути використаний як для здобувачів освіти, які лише починають вивчати англійську граматику, так і тих, хто продовжує працювати над оновленням та закріпленням знань з граматики англійської мови. До кожної граматичної теми додається стисле пояснення матеріалу англійською мовою у схемах та таблицях. Розділи не пов’язані один з одним, тому викладачеві дається можливість обрати, з яким матеріалом є необхідність працювати.
У розділі «Writing» надається інформація довідкового характеру про основні види письмових робіт, виконуваних здобувачами освіти, і наводяться зразки оформлення таких робіт. Тут також пропонуються різні письмові завдання та теми для творів. 
Додатки містять орієнтовний список тем для підготовки до оформлення усного висловлювання здобувачів освіти.
Дидактичні матеріали мають відповіді. Це дає можливість проконтролювати правильність виконання завдань та звернути увагу на проблеми в  граматиці.
У методичному апараті видання є репродуктивні завдання, які орієнтовані на відтворення вивченого через його багаторазове повторення, творчі, що дають змогу вийти за межі вже наявних спеціальних знань та вмінь, і комплексні, що поєднують попередні й спрямовані на формування механізму майбутньої професійної діяльності. До останніх належать дискусії, обговорення, опитування, проектні роботи і подібне. Беручи в них участь, здобувачі освіти, окрім засвоєння лексичних одиниць, граматичних структур і вміння спілкуватися іноземною мовою, навчаються вести бесіду, організовувати аудиторію, підбивати підсумки сказаного, об’єктивно оцінювати те, що відбувається. Завдяки цьому реалізується педагогічна спрямованість професійної підготовки майбутнього вчителя іноземної мови.
Загальні методичні настанови щодо організації  роботи з дидактичними матеріалами:
·  перш за все ознайомтеся зі структурою видання та завданнями його окремих частин;
·  опрацьовуйте матеріал поступово, тому що він побудований за загально дидактичним принципом «від простого до складного»;
·  виконуйте всі без винятку вправи і завдання, не порушуючи принцип системності;
·  читаючи текст, звертайте увагу на заголовок – він часто визначає тему тексту;
·  обов'язково виконуйте дотекстові завдання, оскільки вони готують до читання тексту, вводять читача у конкретну ситуацію, допомагають усунути мовні та змістовні труднощі та прогнозувати зміст, що значно полегшує процес читання та розуміння;
· не читайте текст «слово за словом». Спробуйте спочатку знайти у реченні, яке ви не зрозуміли, головні члени речення, бо вони містять основну інформацію. Вчиться ігнорувати незнайомі слова, якщо вони не перешкоджають розумінню основного тексту;
·  звертайте увагу на пунктуацію в реченні, оскільки кома в реченні може сигналізувати про наявність підрядних речень, інфінітивних груп, дієприкметникових зворотів, однорідних членів речення.

If you do not already use the Internet, all you need to get started is a computer. Using the Internet is getting cheaper and easier all the time. Whether we like it or not, the Internet is here to stay, so we have to make the best possible use of it.

Since 1944, education has been available free of charge to all British children. It is compulsory for all children to go to school until the age of sixteen.
In 1965 the government introduced a new system of comprehensive education. Nearly all children attend their local comprehensive school. Classes are arranged so that pupils of similar academic levels are kept together. Often classes are called streams, for example top stream Maths or middle stream French.
Today parents often have a choice of local schools, some specializing in science, others in arts or social science.
At the age of 16, most pupils take some public examinations called G.C.S.E.’s (General Certificates of Secondary Education). Pupils sit between 3 and 11 of these examinations depending on their level of ability. Generally, pupils take at least English language, English literature, mathematics, a foreign language and a pure science.
Some schools have «six forms» for pupils aged 16-18; here it is possible to study three or four subjects at «А» (advanced) level. Most students who study «А» levels do so in order to enter university when they are eighteen, if a school doesn’t have a six form then students can attend a special sixth form colleges to study a specialized subject or «А» levels subjects
Parents who don’t wish their children to attend government schools can pay for their children to attend private schools (sometimes called public or grammar schools). About forty per cent of the private schools are boarding schools where students live at school for nine months of the year, they can go home for their holidays if they want though! Private schools cost from 3,000 to 20,000 per year.
In Britain the school year is divided into three terms of around twelve weeks each. The year runs from September till July. Each term usually has a one week half term holiday in the middle. The timetable usually starts at 8.30 in the morning and finishes at 3.30 p.m. with a morning break and a lunch break.
At many schools it is compulsory to wear a uniform. Many schools also have a discipline system to punish low standards of work or unacceptable behavior and a commendation system to praise high standards of work.

There is no countrywide system of nursery (i.e. pre-primary) schools. In some areas primary schools have nursery schools attached to them, but in others there is no provision of this kind. Many children do not begin full-time attendance at school until they are about five and start primary school. Almost all schools are either primary or secondary only, the latter being generally larger.
Nearly all schools work a five-day week, with no half –day, and are closed on Saturdays. The day starts at or just before nine o’clock and finishes between three or four, or a bit later for older children. The lunch break usually lasts about an hour-and-a-quarter. Nearly two thirds of pupils have lunch provided by the school. Parents pay for this, except for the 15% who are rated poor enough for it to be free. Other children either go home for lunch or take sandwiches.
Methods of teaching vary, but there is most commonly a balance between formal lessons with the teacher at the front of the classroom, and activities in which children work in small groups round a table with the teacher supervising. In primary schools, the children are mostly taught by a class teacher who teachers all subjects. At the ages seven or eleven, children have to take national tests in English, mathematics and science. In secondary schools, pupils have different teachers for different subjects and are given regular homework.
Schools usually divide their year into three terms, starting at the beginning of September.

After completing «А» level exams, many British students attend universities. Often a student will attend a university many kilometers from their family home. In their first year they may live in Halls of Residence and in subsequent years they will often live with their friends in a shared house. Students study one subject but often take one or two shorter courses in associated subjects. 
First year students are nicknamed «Freshers» as they are fresh from home and must often learn to cook for themselves and handle their own finances. British students enjoy independent lives at university. They are free to pursue their own studies and hobbies. Students normally study for three or four years before being awarded a «Bachelor’s» degree. 
There are no important official or legal distinctions between the various types of university in the country. But it is possible to discern a few broad categories.
Oxbridge
This name denotes the universities of Oxford and Cambridge, both founded in the medieval period. They are federations of semi-independent colleges, each college having its own staff, known as «Fellows». Most colleges have their own dining hall, library and chapel and contain enough accommodation for at least half of their students. The Fellows teach the college students, either one-to-one or in very small groups (known as «tutorials» in Oxford and «supervisions» in Cambridge. Lectures and laboratory work are organized at university level. As well as the college libraries, there are the two university libraries, both of which are legally entitled to a free copy of every book published in Britain
The old Scottish universities
By 1600 Scotland boasted four universities. They were Glasgow, Edinburgh, Aberdeen and St Andrews. Most of the students live at home or find their own rooms in town. At all of them the pattern of study is closer to the continental tradition than to the English one – there is less specialization than at Oxbridge.

The older civic universities
During the 19th century various institutes of higher education sprang up in the new industrial towns and cities such as Birmingham, Manchester and Leeds. Their buildings were of local material, often bricks, in contrast to the stone of older universities (hence the name, «redbrick». They catered only for local people. At first they prepared students for London University degrees, but later they were given the right to award their own degrees, and so became universities themselves. In the mid. 20th century they started to accept students from all over the country.
The campus universities
These are purpose-built institutions located in the countryside but close to towns. They have accommodation for most of their students on site and from their beginning, mostly in the early 1960s, attracted students from all over the country. The tend to emphasize relatively new academic disciplines such as social sciences and to make greater use than other universities of teaching in small groups, often known as «seminars».
The newer civic universities
These were originally technical colleges set up by local authorities in the first of the 20th century. They were allowed to teach degree courses (the degrees being awarded by a national body). Their most notable feature is flexibility with regard to studying arrangements, including «sandwich» courses (i.e. studies interrupted by periods of time outside education). They are now all financed by central government.
The Open University
This is one development in education in which Britain can claim to have led the world. It was started in 1969. It allows people who do not have the opportunity to be ordinary «students» to study for a degree. Its courses are taught through television, radio and specially written coursebooks. Its students work with tutors, to whom they send their written work and with whom they then discuss it, either at meetings of through correspondence. In the summer, they have to attend short residential courses of about a week.

Here is how to become a disaster statistic. Move to a shanty town on an unstable hillside near a tropical coast. Crowd together as more and more people arrive. Wait for the world to get a little warmer. More evaporation means more rain, which means the slopes will get progressively more waterlogged. Storms have been getting worse everywhere too, with a growing number of hurricanes hitting the US, the Caribbean and Central America. Drought has affected large areas of Sub-Saharan Africa for years and many other zones are becoming drier. For example, the Yellow River, once notorious for flooding the Chinese landscape, failed to reach the sea at all on 226 days in 1997. A number of nations have already been in armed conflict over water, and drought in the West of the US has resulted in enormous forest fires.
Volcanic eruptions and earthquakes have always been a threat in certain parts of the world. A volcanic eruption virtually wiped out the small Caribbean island of Montserrat in 1997 and there have been serious earthquakes in Greece, Turkey and El Salvador. The quake that rocked the small Central American country of El Salvador in 2001 came as the people were still rebuilding their houses and recovering from 1998’s Hurricane Mitch. So why is nature beginning to turn on us? One answer is overpopulation. The population of the world is growing at the rate of 10,000 people an hour, 240,000 every day, nearly 90 million a year with most of the growth in the developing world. People in agricultural areas, unemployed and sometimes undernourished, move to the cities and then set up homes on poor soil, crowded into substandard buildings. Antonio Ibanez is under siege. Since a Spanish TV crew visited his laboratory outside Barcelona last year, he has fielded inquiries from all over the world. Libya, Morocco, Algeria, Mauritania, Brazil, Peru, India, Australia and Saudi Arabia are all interested in what could prove to be a way of turning tracts of desert into cultivatable land. They want to try Ibanez’s plastic palm tree.
The spark for Ibanez’s invention was hearing of widespread frosts in desert areas at night. How, he wanted to know, could the water be prevented from evaporating rapidly when the sun rose. He decided to look for a natural solution – and copy it.
His plastic palm tree is a passive devise, designed to be planted on a grand scale – thousands of them – and let to get on with it. “Basically, the trees do two things”, says Ibanez. “They lower the temperature and raise humidity”. Cooler air tends to encourage clouds to move in, increasing moisture and lowering temperatures.
Tiny capillaries in the trees’ trunks and leaves absorb water while polyurethane layers of differing densities in the trunk retain water and release it slowly during the day. The temperature-sensitive foam leaves open to increase water absorption at night and close to reduce evaporation during daylight.
The roots are pumped into the ground in liquid form to a depth of 25 meters where the non-toxic polyurethane quickly sets. The roots then absorb water from the soil and anchor the tree against the violet winds that can sweep desert zones. In an artificial plantation, the trees’ height varies from eight meters in the centre to five meters at the edge, to force wind to blow harmlessly over any life growing the gaps between the trees.
It is under the canopies and between trees that a new microclimate will start to form, Ibanez believes. It will be a cooler, humid zone with a daytime high of 22°C rather than the hostile 70°C of before. At night, rather than temperatures of about - 5°C, the air could be a life-supporting +5°C.
Once a stable microclimate has been reached, says Ibanez, very gradually the plastic trees can be replaced by natural once – and the synthetic frontline moved on. “In this way we can win back kilometers of desert”, he says. It is not just desert areas that could benefit, he suggests, but rainforests, too.
Somewhere in Libya, his theory is being put to the test. Packed into a couple of hectares of desert are 30,000 of Ibanez’s trees. The plantation is “working”, he has been told, but the details are “top secret”. Plantations are also planned for Morocco and the Canary Islands.
But skeptics remain. Jorge Wagensberg, director of Spain’s Museum of Science, doesn’t believe the trees will work at all. “The designer ignores the distance between an idea and it’s practical application”. To hope to change the climate with a few trees, he says, is wildly optimistic.
Ibanez agrees his idea won’t work on a small scale. “To change an area with one tree is impossible, but with thousands it can be done”.
His palm trees, if they prove effective, could make him a reach man. All he wants, though, he says, is money to build a centre for scientific investigation. “It’s sad, but the government isn’t interested in funding it”.

Residential buildings are responsible for consuming 27% of the total amount of energy consumed within Europe and are the biggest source of global warming in the world. This is a fact that has, until recently, been overlooked by law-makers trying to reduce greenhouse gas emissions, who have concentrated their efforts on industry and transport. The EU has now issued a new directive which intends to cut carbon dioxide emissions from buildings by 45 million tons before 2010. This means that each of us can now save the planet from the comfort of our own homes.
The first things we can do are simple and easy. We can block up draughts, switch off unnecessary lights and make sure taps are not left running. The next step requires more planning and some expense, but as well as saving energy, we will also save on bills.
Many homes have loft insulation, but it is rarely enough. Most insulation is 100mm thick, but to be truly effective the recommended thickness is 200-300mm. Full insulation can have a dramatic effect on energy consumption. It can save 15 percent on your heating bills. A variety of materials are available, but one of the most environmentally friendly is cellulose in the form of compressed recycled newsprint which has been fireproofed.
We should use energy efficient light bulbs. These are usually expensive to buy but consume less than half the energy of standard bulbs. Also, these bulbs last much longer than conventional light bulbs reducing the consumption of resources.
Thermal solar panels are very efficient. They are capable of providing all the hot water you need even in Britain's climate. Photovoltaic panels can be fitted as solar roof tiles or solar windows and are now capable of generating about half of an average home's electricity needs. A large conservatory with lots of glass panels on the south side of a building will tap light and warmth and reduce the need for lighting.
We can install a 'grey' water recycling system. At present water used to flush the toilets is of the same drinkable quality that comes out of the taps. This is an unnecessary waste of energy used in water purification. A grey water recycling system cleans water that has been used for washing and sends it through the toilet system reducing the use of clean drinking water.	
New buildings can incorporate much more energy saving features in their design. They can have a timber structure, extensive insulation, electronic environmental controls, triple glazing, a non-polluting heating system and a turf roof. However, it is how we deal with our present homes that will determine housing's contribution to global warming. It's down to each and every one of us, so get insulating!

You can learn to dance, listen to music, go hiking, camping, fishing, swimming, or even try adventure sports. Rock climbing, skiing and surfing are equally popular as leisure activities for those who crave for adventure. 
The main reason that leisure time is important is that it gives a person the balance needed to focus on his or her other, more stressful, daily activities. Leisure time relieves boredom and stress and also improves one's physical and emotional health.
Taking time to focus on enjoyable leisure activities gives a person's mind a rest from daily stress. This allows him or her to be more focused when the time comes. Physical leisure activities, in addition to rejuvenating the mind also help keep the body healthy. A 2012 study by a team of researchers at the National Cancer Institute showed that leisure exercise can increase life span by more than 4years.
Quality leisure time is also important because it has the ability to enhance one's communication skills and self-esteem. By engaging in group leisure activities based on shared interests, such as book clubs, craft clubs or exercise groups, a person broadens his or her circle of friends. Group activities also can benefit those who are shy or introverted.
Being involved in a variety of leisure activities is also a good role model for children. It helps to teach them about valuable life skills, such as socially acceptable behavior, communication and relationships with other people.

An analysis by the Pew Research Center of pooled data from the American Time Use Survey reveals that, although men and women spend roughly the same amount of time working each week, men tend to have more leisure time than women.
According to the analysis, men spend an additional five hours each week watching television, exercising and doing other activities geared toward relaxation and recreation. The gender gap among working parents is slightly smaller, but working fathers have an average of three more hours of leisure time than working mothers each week.
The difference, particularly among couples with children, may be explained by how men and women spend their free time. Free time between activities is more fractured and less likely to become leisure time for women, as Pew notes:
Fathers and mothers seem to experience their free time differently. Mothers’ free time is often interrupted, which may make it hard for them to relax. Moreover, mothers tend to spend more time than fathers in multitasking; the additional hours spent on multitasking are mainly related to time spent on housework and child care   
Interestingly, despite the gender gap in leisure time, men and women were equally likely to report feeling that they had enough free time to do the things they want to do. Perhaps not surprisingly, the parents of young children were the least likely to say they had enough free time for recreation and relaxation: 52 percent of these parents report feeling pressed for time, while 70 percent of adults without children (or with children over the age of 18) say they have enough free time to pursue their interests.
The most leisure-inclined group of all? Retirees. More than 80 percent of men and women over the age of 65 say they have enough free time to unwind and do their thing.

Many of the leisure activities practiced in historical Japan evolved from Shinto and Buddhist principles of clearing the mind, getting in touch with nature and expressing ideas through symbols. Quite a few traditional Japanese leisure activities survive even to the modern era.
Tea Ceremony. The traditional Japanese tea ceremony is as much about the process of serving the tea as it is about enjoying the tea itself. Since the Chinese introduced tea to Japan in the 12th century, the tea ceremony - called sadou or "chadou" in Japan - has come to symbolize sacred symbols according to the Shinto or Buddhist religion. The slow, sometimes hours-long method of properly preparing and serving the tea is meant to be aesthetically beautiful and meditative. The traditional tea ceremony survives in specialized schools in modern Japan.
Flower Arranging. Flower arranging, or "ikebana," is a leisure exercise primarily reserved for cultural enthusiasts in modern Japan, but originally it was Japanese Buddhist monks, influenced by Chinese monks, who developed this leisure exercise in the 15th century. "Ikebana" celebrates simplicity. The process of arranging flowers and plants with an emphasis not on color but on linear composition can take hours, or even days, and requires participants to meditate as they arrange the flora. Each element in the arrangement represents either heaven, earth or humankind, as well as the harmony between each.
Flower Viewing. Another traditional Japanese leisure exercise involving flowers is "hanami," or flower viewing. In spring in modern Japan -usually in April you'll see people going to parks in groups, laying down blankets and enjoying "sake," which is rice wine, and appetizers under trees in full bloom. This is a traditional Japanese leisure exercise that may trace back to the 8th century. The aim of the "hanami" traditionally involved celebrating the spirits in trees and asking for a good harvest in the new year. While enjoying food and drink, participants reflect over the previous year's blessings and unwind.
Sumo Wrestling. Sumo wrestling, or "rikishi," dates back to the 8th century when the exercise first appeared as a method of imperial court entertainment. Attending a sumo wrestling match grew more popular with the general public over the next few centuries, and it evolved into a common leisure exercise. The two men involved in a sumo wrestling match follow important Shinto religious rituals before, during and after each match. They purify the ring and their bodies with salt and water respectively, they clap their hands to call out to spirits to increase their chances of success, and they stomp the ground to crush bad spirits that may sneak in.

Many people also go hunting, hiking, camping or bird watching. Hiking involves going for very long walks in the mountains or in the countryside. For camping people go, sometimes with their families, to spend a few days in the mountains or open spaces away from the city. Camping sites usually provide facilities for food, sanitation and emergency medical services.
For the Germans leisure has become a major pursuit. Formerly, Germans used to work ten hours a day and six days a week and had very little time to relax. But in modern times working hours in Germany have become shorter stretching over five days. People therefore have more time to spare now. They are so interested in spending their free time effectively that there is even a German Leisure Association that conducts research on leisure activities. The Germans love to travel and almost half of all adults in Germany have made a trip outside the country just for pleasure and relaxation. There are also many sports centers where young people go for physical exercise. Going to dance clubs or for long drives is other popular pastimes. In the first paragraph, we include the name of the country its location and its features. In the second paragraph, we write what the people look like and we describe their character. In the third paragraph, we write about where the people live and what work they do. In the fourth paragraph, we write about what they eat. In the fifth paragraph, we write about what they do in their free time.
In the last paragraph we write a few words about the country. We normally use the present simple.
(Suggested answer)
…Spaniards are famous for their beauty. They have Mediterranean features, which means that they usually have black hair and brown eyes. They are not very tall. The Spanish are lively, friendly and sociable.
In Spain, most people leave in cities in small flats. Most Spaniards work in offices, shops or factories.
The Spanish love to eat seafood. Many of the traditional dishes, such as paella, include seafood. Spanish omelettes are also very popular.
In their free time, Spaniards love going to cafés and clubs, or going out for dinner…

In the last paragraph we describe what happened in the end and how the people felt.
We can use someone’s actual words (direct speech) as well as a variety of adjectives and adverbs to make our story more interesting. We normally use the past simple and past continuous in such pieces of writing.

A short while later, they decided to turn around.
