ПЕРЕДМОВА

Сучасна система вищої освіти має на меті підготувати фахівця, здатного засвоювати все більше і більше інформації, який усвідомлює необхідність здобуття знань і отримання нових умінь і навичок протягом усього життя. У галузі іншомовної освіти досягненню цієї мети сприяє використання інноваційних електронних ресурсів, які забезпечують реалізацію принципів активного навчання, , надають доступ до автентичних матеріалів, створюють можливість занурення в іншомовне середовище та дозволяють розвивати усі види мовленнєвої діяльності. 
Одним із таких ресурсів виступають публічні лекції, представлені на офіційному сайті найвідомішої у світі конференції з технологій, розваг, дизайну, глобальних проблем людства, бізнесу, саморозвитку TED (Technology / Entertainment / Design)». 
Вибір даного ресурсу зумовлений різноплановою тематикою лекцій, де відображено різні сфери життєдіяльності (наукову, суспільно-політичну, культурну), що дозволяє розширити кругозір студентів, розвивати навички аудіювання, читання, говоріння та письма, критичне мислення, комунікативні здібності, творчий потенціал та готовність до співпраці. Також TED Talks є цінним джерелом автентичних матеріалів, тобто точними прикладами того, як мова використовується носіями або людьми, для яких англійська не є рідною. Слова та вирази використовуються в природних умовах, тобто є прикладами живої мови. 
Запропоновані у посібнику матеріали мають величезний мотиваційний потенціал, спонукають студентів до пізнання нових ідей, особистого зростання, активують їх когнітивну діяльність. 
У посібнику робота над відеоматеріалами організована у декілька етапів. Додемонстраційі вправи спираються на наявні у студентів знання і покликані активізувати лексику, що розуміння матеріалу. Демонстраційний етап передбачає перегляд відео тривалістю 10–15 хвилин, що є оптимальним для даної вікової категорії, і безпосереднє виконання лексико-граматичних вправ та завдань на перевірку розуміння змісту відеолекції. На завершальному післядемонстраційному етапі пропонуються питання для організації дискусії або написання письмового твору з заданої тематики. 
У методичному плані подане розмаїття завдань дає змогу викладачеві реалізувати індивідуальний, диференційований та особистісно зорієнтований підходи до навчання іноземної мови.
Всі вправи посібника розраховані як на виконання в аудиторії з методичним супроводом викладача, так і для самостійної роботи. 

PREFACE

The modern system of higher education aims to prepare a specialist who is able to absorb more and more information, who is aware of the need to acquire knowledge, new skills and abilities throughout life. In the field of foreign language education, this goal is facilitated by the use of innovative electronic resources that ensure the implementation of the principles of active learning, provide access to authentic materials, create an opportunity for immersion in a foreign language environment and develop communicative competence.
One of such resources is public lectures presented on the official website of the world’s most famous conference on technology, entertainment, design, global problems of mankind, business, self-development TED (Technology/Entertainment/Design).
The choice of this resource is determined by the diverse topics of lectures, which reflect different areas of life (scientific, socio-political, cultural) and contribute to broadening of students’ horizons, developing listening, reading, speaking and writing skills, critical thinking, communication skills, creativity and readiness to cooperate. TED Talks are also a valuable source of authentic material, i.e. accurate examples of how the language is used by native speakers or non-native English speakers. Words and expressions occur in natural conditions and provide great examples of living language.
The materials offered in the tutorial have a huge motivational potential, encourage students to learn new ideas, promote their personal growth, cognitive activity.
The tutorial suggests organizing the work on videos in several stages. Before-demonstration exercises are based on students’ background knowledge and are designed to revise the vocabulary required for clear perception of the material. The demonstration stage involves watching a video lasting 10-15 minutes, which is optimal for this age group, and doing lexical and grammatical exercises and tasks to test understanding of the content of the video lecture. At the final post-demonstration stage, questions are offered to hold a discussion or writing an essay/composition on a given topic.
From the methodological point of view, the given variety of tasks allows the teacher to implement individual, differentiated and learner-centred approaches to learning a foreign language.
All exercises of the tutorial are designed to be performed in the classroom with the methodological support of the teacher, or for self-work.

UT Austin researchers Paul Eastwick and Lucy Hunt have found that it’s uniqueness that defines attractiveness over time rather than just looks or charisma.
One study out of Germany’s University of Göttingen reported that of more than 200 men, those who were physically stronger and who had more “macho” bodies – including larger chests and biceps – also tended to be more extroverted, especially in the sense of being more assertive and physically active. The same strength-extroversion association was not found among the women in the study.
Other research has found that physically more formidable men also tend to be more prone to aggression and less neurotic (as in, less fearful and worrisome). Again, this makes sense if you see personality as an adaptive strategy. If you are physically weak, then being cautious and wary of danger is likely to lengthen your lifespan. But if you are physically formidable, you can afford to be more of a risk-taker.

There was a recent survey of millennials asking them what their most important life goals were, and over 80 percent said that a major life goal for them was to get rich. And another 50 percent of those same young adults said that another major life goal was to become famous. 
The clearest message that we get from the 75-year study is this: Good relationships keep us happier and healthier. Period. We’ve learned three big lessons about relationships. 
The first is that social connections are really good for us, and that loneliness kills. It turns out that people who are more socially connected to family, to friends, to community, are happier, they’re physically healthier, and they live longer than people who are less well connected. And the experience of loneliness turns out to be toxic. 
The second big lesson that we learned is that it’s not just the number of friends you have, and it’s not whether or not you’re in a committed relationship, but it’s the quality of your close relationships that matters. It turns out that living in the midst of conflict is really bad for our health. 
And the third big lesson that we learned about relationships and our health is that good relationships don’t just protect our bodies, they protect our brains. It turns out that being in a securely attached relationship to another person in your 80s is protective, that the people who are in relationships where they really feel they can count on the other person in times of need, those people’s memories stay sharper longer. And the people in relationships where they feel they really can’t count on the other one, those are the people who experience earlier memory decline. And those good relationships, they don’t have to be smooth all the time.

A pioneer in Artificial Intelligence as well as the co-founder and CEO of Affectiva, an AI startup spun off from the MIT Media Lab. After growing up in Cairo, Egypt, she earned a PhD in Cambridge University, and then joined the MIT Media Lab as a research scientist, where she spearheaded the application of emotion recognition technology in a variety of fields, including mental health and autism. She left MIT to co-found Affectiva, a company credited with defining the field of Emotion AI and now works with 25% of the Fortune 500 and is a leader in emotion AI. Rana was named by Forbes to their list of America’s Top 50 Women in Tech, and Fortune included her in their list of 40 under 40 and was chosen by the World Economic Forum to be a Young Global Leader and member of WEF’s Future Global Council on Robotics and Artificial Intelligence. She speaks regularly on ethics in AI and fighting bias in AI at conferences from the Aspen Ideas Festival to the Wall Street Journal’s Future of Everything.

MUSA which stands for “Museo Subacuatico de Arte”, here are 6 things you need to know about the underwater sculptures in Cancun. It is one of the world’s largest underwater sculpture parks, created with a specific mission in mind. It is enjoyed by over 750,000 visitors each year. Here’s what you need to know about this otherworldly attraction. 
1. The Underwater sculpture museum was created in 2009.
And it officially opened in 2010. Why is this important? Well, since many of the statues have been submerged for almost 9 years, the museum is teeming with marine life and covered in coral and marine flora.
2. What is MUSA? 
MUSA is a non-profit organization. The project was founded by Roberto Díaz Abraham, former President of the Cancun Nautical Association and Jaime González Cano, Director of the National Marine Park. The idea behind MUSA is conservation. They hoped to save nearby coral reefs, which were being damaged by tourists and their sunscreen, scuba divers and anchors, by providing an alternative destination for snorkelers and scuba divers.
3. The museum has over 500 sculptures
Most of the sculptures are by the British sculptor Jason DeCaires Taylor. The others are by four Mexican sculptors, Karen Salinas Martinez, Roberto Diaz Abraham (one of the founders and the former general manager of Aquaworld), Rodrigo Quiñones Reyes, Salvador Quiroz Ennis and Cuban artist Elier Amado Gil. All of the pieces are fixed to the ocean floor. A special lift was created to sink the works, which are all made from a pH-neutral cement which promotes coral growth. 
4. The story behind “The Silent Evolution”.
Each of the statues in this piece was created to resemble members of a local fishing community where Taylor lived. Each of the 400 human figures is depicted interacting with their environment with both positive and negative impacts, demonstrating how human beings can live in harmony with nature and how they have damaged nature, specifically the coral reefs. 
5. There are sculptures in 3 different “galleries” or “salons”.
Salon Manchones is located off the coast of Isla Mujeres. Since it is eight meters deep, scuba diving is recommended. Salon Nizuc is located at the southern tip of Cancun’s Hotel Zone. It is only four meters deep, so snorkeling is recommended for this gallery. Salon Punta Sam is located near the reef of the same name. At only 3 1/2 meters deep, snorkeling is the best way to view this salon.

The materials of this tutorial have been tested when teaching theoretical phonetics to students of the first bachelor’s degree in higher education, majoring in 014 Secondary Education (English) at the Faculty of Social Sciences and Foreign Philology of the Municipal Institution «Kharkiv Humanitarian and Pedagogical Academy» of the Kharkiv Regional Council in 2018- 2020. Both teachers and students positively evaluated its effectiveness.
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
